Abstract Information: Please submit a 250-300 word abstract with presentation  title by January 12, 2007.  Personal information such as name, e-mail address, university address and paper title should be submitted on a separate sheet of paper. Abstracts may be sent via post-mail (1 copy) or e-mail. E-mail 
attachments must be Microsoft Word documents.

Paper Information: Papers may be in Spanish, Portuguese or English and should not exceed a presentation time of 20 minutes.  A brief discussion and question session will follow each presentation.
